Topic : WOLF – Extensional reading

/Part from the Unit  5- Read More/

Objectives:
-Practice and extend the language of Unit 5 in the context of a story

-Sequence the events of a story

-Engage personally with a story

-Demonstrate comprehension by correcting sentences  from a story
-To act it out

Vocabulary:

Active: gets up, past, has milk for breakfast, quarter to, has lunch, in the              
             afternoon, at night , in December
Revised: milk, morning, town, run, shout, mountain ,keep happy, sad

Structures:

Active; Do you like watching the sheep?

             No, I  don’t.

             Yes, I do.

Revised: I can’t see/ a wolf/. 

              Where is the/ wolf/?

              There’s a /wolf/. 
Starting the Lesson:
· Greet the class and play a song. Encourage the students to sing and mime.

· Explain to the class that they are going to listen to a popular story about a shepherd, his sheep, the people in the village and a wolf. Trying to remember  the words and help them work out the meaning of the new words.
· With books open, naming the characters mentioned above 

· Naming some items in the story pictures and writing them on the board 

Working with the Class Book:

· With books open listen to the story, but also follow it in their books.

· Ask questions such as What time does Sami get up? What are the men doing in the picture? What’s  Sam doing in the picture?
· Check comprehension with further questions such as Does Sam like watching the sheep? , Is there a wolf in the picture?, Is Sami bored in the picture?

· Read and the translate the story, helping the students.

Working with the Activity Book

· Listen and  order.

     With books open , before playing it, ask the children to look at the pictures and discus the order with their neighbours. Focus on the example and check understanding.

· Play the story again. The students point and number the pictures.

· Help the class to read the ordered pictures.

· Read the last line and ask: Which is your favourite character? They complete the sentence by writing the name.

Closing the Lesson:

Ending by asking What do you think happens the next day? 
Read, write Yes or No and act it out. Draw. Make a Project at home.

Goodbye:

· remind the class of the new words, by calling these out.

     Everyone makes appropriate expressions or gestures.

-    Do this a few times, then say Goodbye.
